3 Write a letter to one of the authors (Angela Johnson, Paula Fox, or Edna lturralde). In
the letter tell the author a bit about yourself, politely tell the author what you thought of
the book. Ask her a few questions. The questions could be about the book, the author’s
life, the writing process, or you could ask for advice about your own life.

3 Use magazine photos to make a collage poster about the book. Write a sentence or
two for each picture, explaining why you chose to include it in the collage and how it
relates to the story.
