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 The ICS Link 
Independence Charter and specifically the Community Relations 
Committee has conducted yearly parent surveys since 2002.  The 
responses from parent surveys have been a resource giving admini-
stration, teachers, and the Board of Trustees precious and valuable 
information regarding the needs and satisfactions of parents/
guardians.  We have used that information to think about and act on 
changes in the school.  The information has also helped us know 
where we are good to great and where we can continue to grow.  The 
following is an excerpt from the executive summary compiled by 
Kristin Nocco, while in her role as a very active Parent Representa-
tive to the Board of Trustees in 2009-2010.  The following is part one 
of three in which we will look at results of the survey.

In 1968, under President Lyndon Johnson, Hispanic Heritage month was first observed as His-
panic Heritage Week.  In 1988, President Ronald Reagan expanded it to cover a 30-day period.  That same year, 
the official observance of Hispanic Heritage Month was enacted into law.  The month begins on September 15th, 
as this date is the anniversary of independence for the Latin American countries of Costa Rica, El Salvador, Gua-
temala, Honduras and Nicaragua.  In addition, Mexico and Chile celebrate their independence days on September

 Another wonderful school year is well on it’s way! Students have quickly 
immersed themselves in projects, research, writing and reading in all subject ar-
eas. See below for some highlights: 
• In Math Problem Solving, we are learning about fractions by comparing class 
fundraisers, going on hikes, and working with number lines. 
• In Science, students have begun a unit on Earth Science, in which they’re 
learning about the structure of the inside of the earth. We’re also already begin-
ning to think about the Science Fair! 
• The sixth graders in Social Studies are discovering new and creative ways to 
represent the world by inventing their very own map projection. In the process, 
they're learning about how maps influence our understanding of the world and its inhabitants. 
• Spanish Language Arts is practicing common reading strategies while reading Matilda en 
Español.
